 We are a nonprofit, totally volunteer organization. Our 

main objective is to provide a  high quality year round 

recreational ride program with a friendly 

social atmosphere. 

 Our ride leaders enjoy mapping out their favorite routes. These rides start from  various locations all 
around the Boston area, including the north shore, the south shore and metro west. 

 The CRW is a social club, not a racing club! We offer a congenial atmosphere for all levels of cyclists. 

With more than 1000 members, there are enough riders of varying abilities so you can ride at any 

pace and still enjoy friendly company. 

OUR EXTENSIVE RIDE PROGRAM…OUR EXTENSIVE RIDE PROGRAM…

Summer Rides
Every Sunday from May through October, we offer rides of at least 2 distances, normally a 25-30 mile ride and a 40-60 mile ride. Lunch 
stops and post-ride  gatherings provide time to socialize and meet new friends. 
 The routes are clearly marked with arrows painted on the roads so they are easy to  follow. A map and/or cue sheet is also provided. 
Our leaders choose the best cycling roads possible — scenic and relatively free of traffic. 
 CRW also offers a complete Saturday ride program. Some of these rides use cue  sheets and maps, some are arrowed. These rides vary 
from 10 to 60 miles. 
 For each of our Sunday rides, we try to provide a Ride Host who will start out the  ride with the newcomers, and help explain proper 
riding technique and group riding  conventions, as well as provide a focal point for first time riders. 
 For the more adventurous, we offer single day rides of 100 miles or more. Our Century Challenge requires 
at least one 100 mile ride in each of the 12 months — winter included! 

Extended Trips
Throughout the year we offer various weekend and longer trips that have become very  popular with touring cyclists. What a great 
way to explore the small towns and back country roads of rural New England! It is not uncommon to see riders from other parts  of the 
country who come here to ride with CRW on these trips. 

 Wednesday Wheelers
This is a series of rides which start mid-morning on Wednesdays for those who do not need to observe the traditional work week. Ride 
start locations and routes vary. The  group stays together at an agreed upon moderate pace, being careful not to leave anyone behind. 
Each ride generally involves a bit of sightseeing plus a lunch stop near or at the end of the route. 

Evening Rides
Twice a week from May through September we offer evening rides ranging  from 15-35 miles. These social rides usually end at a 
favorite ice cream shop or pizza  parlor. Check out our popular Wednesday Ice Cream Ride and the Friday Unwinder. 

Fitness Rides
Every Wednesday and Thursday evenings during daylight savings, we use the same two  arrowed routes for
 a 20-30 mile “social” pace line ride varying in speed from about 16  mph to over 20 for the speed demons. 
The routes are designed to eliminate as much traffic as possible.   We also offer weekend fitness rides in addition to the regular 
arrowed ride schedule. 

Tandem Rides
We publicize the T-BONE (Tandem Bicyclists of New England) ride series, which is a  combination of rides
 and weekend trips for tandem bicyclists. This series includes rides sponsored by Charles River Wheelmen
 and rides sponsored by other clubs, notably the Granite State Wheelmen. 

When Temperatures Dip
In the winter months, a small, rugged group keeps riding every Sunday on friendly frostbite rides, otherwise known as The Second 
Season. Shorter and more informally led, these “Show and Go” rides get us out and moving even if it's just from one hot chocolate 
shop to another.

3.hereby release, discharge, covenant not to sue, and agree to indemnify and save and hold harmless CRW, their representatives, administrators, directors, agents, and employees, other participants, any sponsors, advertisers, and, if applicable, 
owners and lessors of premises on which the Activity takes place, (each considered one of the participants herein) from all liability, claims, demands, losses, or damages on my account caused or alleged to be caused in whole or in part by the 
negligence of the participants or otherwise, including negligent rescue operations.
